• Braiding is NOT REQUIRED
• Cruelty, unacceptable behavior, or excessive use of the whip or spur can result in disqualification 

from the show and/or the series and DeCarli Farm managers, agents, instructors, or representatives, 
reserve the right to dismiss competitors for such infractions.

• DeCarli Farm reserves the right to cancel or add classes/divisions, based on interest/entries.

Division Descriptions:
Pre-Elementary Combined Test – Introductory Dressage Test A and Class # 1
Elementary Combined Test – BN Test A and Class # 12
Beginner Novice Combined Test – BN Test B and Class # 13
Novice Combined Test – Novice Test A and Class # 14
Short Stirrup: Classes 2, 3, 4, 5, 6  - For riders ages 14 and under, WTC and X-rails
Long Stirrup: Classes 7, 8, 9, 10, 11 – For riders ages 15 and up, WTC and X-rails
Maiden Hunter: Classes 15, 16, 17 – For riders that have never won a blue ribbon in open competition, WTC and 2'-2'3”
Low Jumpers: Classes 18, 19, 20 – Clear Round, Power & Speed, and Jump Off 2'-2'3”
Open Hunter: Classes 21, 22, 23 – U/S and 2 courses set at 2'6”
Open Jumpers: Classes 24, 25, 26 - Clear Round, Power & Speed, and Jump Off 2'6”-2'9”
Advanced Hunter: Classes 27. 28. 29 - U/S and 2 courses set at 2'9”
Walk/Trot: Classes 32,33,34 – For riders not yet cantering – no cross entries into any divisions where cantering is required (games not incl.)
Beginner WTC: Classes 35,36,37 – For riders just starting to canter – no cross entries into any divisions where jumping is required
Open Equitation: Classes 31,38,39,40 – Open to all seats and all ages of riders, WTC, no restrictions
Open Western Pleasure 31,41,42,43 – Open to all Western riders of all ages, WTC
Leadline: Class 30 – ages 8 and under to be lead by handler with lead shank attached to the horse or pony. English or Western seats.
Open Classes Just $10 each, Post Entry Fee of $10 if entering the day of the show. Combined Tests $40. Dressage only $20 
*4H and Pony Club Members receive $10 off for the day!
